Preamble 

Hindi Language is found to be the subject highest spoken Language in the face of the earth 

by recent research (2005) done by Dr. Jayanthi Prasad Nautiyal. Today’s world of 

Globalization and Technology has provided necessity to empower the students with required 

skills which will enable them to excel in this competitive world and get highest employment 

opportunity.

A pledge 

was taken that, after 15 years, i.e. from 1965 onwards, all proceedings will happen in Hindi 

language. Several decades have passed since then, however Hindi language has still not 

attained status as ‘National language‘.
